Public  Policy by SueWinn  
Good News!  The topic of BAs for child care providers 
has come off the table.  Your letters and emails and 
my attendance at meetings made that happen.  The 
discussion now is  looking at High School graduation 
or GED and perhaps a AA in 2020.  Remember this is 
still  only discussion, but it seems a much more reasonable place to 
start.  The focus is still coming up with ways to support providers in this 
effort.  DEL and the Professional Development Consortium are working 
hard to figure out a seamless path for providers to further their  
education.   DEL was a big partner in stopping the BA fight. 
 
The Provider Caucus will be looking at subsidies and if they work for  
providers.  Our hope is to help make the system more accountable.   
Remember payment comes from DSHS so we are dealing with a differ-
ent system than when we deal with DEL  Hopefully we can make some 
good things happen for providers.   
 
The Early Learning Action Alliance is continuing it's work.  The  Stan-
dards Committee will meet again the end of July.  This group is  also 
looking at Professional Development and how to fund it.  The hope  is 
to produce legislation that could go forward to make this all  hap-

ENHANCED TODDLER 
RATE 

Effective July 1, 2009, licensed 
family home child care providers 
will receive an enhanced toddler 
rate for children ages 12 months 

to 17 months. This enhanced toddler rate will be 
the same as the infant rate for ages birth to 11 
months. This change reflects the 2009 -2011 Col-
lective Bargaining Agreement with SEIU 925 family 
child care union.

Negotiated rule making 
The negotiated rule making team continues to rewrite the Family Home regulations. This has 
been nearly a two year process with many family home providers including WSFCCA, DEL , SEIU,

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STEREOTYPING CHILDREN AND ITS LASTING EFFECTS

As a parent and child care coach, I have always been cautious with regard to labeling and/or stereotyping chil-
dren. Labeling and stereotyping children can have a lasting effect that cannot  only damage their self esteem, but 
can also affect their adult lives. 

Thinking back on my own childhood, I remember a teacher telling me I was the worst artist she'd ever seen. She 
announced this in front of the entire class and I was completely humiliated. Seeing her as an authority figure I be-
lieved her and I saw myself as a horrible artist for many years. Although I loved to draw, I found myself losing in-
terest and didn't draw until I had children of my own. Looking back at those pictures I drew as a child, I realized 
there was nothing wrong with my drawings, but there was something wrong with that teacher! 

How many of you can recall situations in your childhood in which you were labeled as "un-artistic", "ugly", "lazy", 
"something's wrong with him /her" or worse. How do those labels affect you now as an adult? Do you find your-
self believing those labels that were so easily attached to you as a child? 

Here's another example of the lasting effects of labeling or stereotyping children can have: A beautiful woman 
entered the classroom and would not make eye contact with any other adults. The class was on building self es-
teem. When asked if she could change one thing about herself, she replied: "My Nose. I would get a nose job." 
The others attending the class gasped. This woman was absolutely beautiful and from what they could see, there 
was nothing wrong with her nose! The second question posed was "Why?" The beautiful woman responded, 
"Because I have a huge nose and if it was smaller, I would be happier with my appearance." Again the others 
gasped! Her nose was not HUGE, it was nearly perfect! The third question posed was "Why do you think your 
nose is huge?" The beautiful woman replied: "I was told that as a child. Everyone felt that way about my nose." 

As it turned out, this beautiful woman had a relative that had told her throughout her childhood that she was ugly 
and had a huge, hideous nose. Because of that, she spent the first 30 years of her life believing that about herself 
and absolutely abhorring her very lovely appearance. Being labeled as a child, not only kept her from reaching her 
true potential, it robbed her of her self esteem. With some counseling the beautiful woman began to see her own 
beauty and realized how damaging those comments she received as a child had been. 

As providers and parents, I encourage you to use caution when speaking of a concern about your child or those in 
your care. If you need to speak to a parent or a doctor, do so in private, so the children cannot hear what you are 
talking about. 

Use positive reinforcement and kind words on a daily basis. As the caregiver, you have the ability to make or 
break the self esteem of those in your care. Be careful what you say and what terms you use.

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Activity for fall  
Fall Leaf Collage 
Supplies Needed: 

Large white paper  
Tape 
Wax paper 
Crayons 
Newspapers 
Iron 
Marker 

Directions: 
Take a walk in an area where many leaves 
 have fallen. Pick up freshly fallen leaves and talk with 
the children about the different sizes, shapes, and col-
ors. 
When you return indoors, each child can place one or 
more leaves between two pieces of wax paper. Add 
shavings of colored crayons if desired. Put the wax pa-
per under several layers of newspaper and use the iron 
to melt the pieces of wax paper together, sealing the 
leaves inside. 
Have children tape leaves to large white paper. Have 
the older children research and identify the different 

leaves. Then hang up in room making a leaf mural. This 

is a great open ended activity that can inspire many 
open ended questions.
